With Nevada’s tremendous potential in solar, wind and geothermal resources and absolutely no coal, there simply is no sound reason why would we consider building a dirty, polluting coal plant in our state.  But a coal plant it could be in our midst if Sithe Global continues with its plans to build the Toquop plant near Mesquite.  This plant is estimated to emit 1500 tons of nitrogen oxide, 1400 tons of sulfur dioxide, 200 lbs of mercury, and 5.5 million tons of CO2 into the atmosphere annually.  We should be extremely concerned over the future health problems  the citizens of Mesquite, Nevada, St. George, UT and other downwind cities  will suffer if Toquop is built and permitted to operate for 50 years.

The estimated 750 MW of power this facility will produce could be met with a combination of new, high-efficient solar plants,  geothermal, and wind , combined with strong utility-backed energy efficiency measures.  These cleaner options would bring long term, green jobs and millions of revenue dollars to Nevada, instead of importing tons of dirty coal from Wyoming, resulting precious resources going out of state. 

Increasing energy efficiency will also help offset the need for dirty fossil fuel burning energy sources.  Changing the light bulbs in your house to compact florescent, turning off the lights when you leave a room, simply being conscientious that the energy we use in our homes, offices, and schools comes from a highly polluting source will help reduce the need for more polluting energy sources.
